Folk Dancing
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Introduction

Our class is going to be hosting a "Dare to Dance Day" featuring presentations about  different styles of  FOLK dance . You will be presenting your dance to the rest of the class through powerpoint, musical selections, and choreographed routines.
You will be the choreographer, which means that you and your team will be the teacher of your dance.  You will be using the internet to research your dance and find information and music that go along with it. 
As a choreographer, you will want to think about the style of dance that you have, and how to teach it. As a presenter, you will want to think about finding interesting and important information to share with the rest of the class in an organized way.

Task

Your first task, as a group, is to select a dance and then be the presenter and choreographer for that dance. You will need put together a 3-5 minute presentation using information that you researched from the web-pages provided in the process section.  Each member of the group will have to contribute to the presentation. 
Your second task, as a group, is to teach that dance to the rest of the class. Everyone in the group must participate in the dance . You will also be keeping a log, recording your work and plans.
